He did much of his most important work in 
Bell Labs. His research interests include distributed systems, design, programming techniques, software 
development tools, and programming languages. To make C++ a stable and up-to-date base for real-world 
software development, he has been a leading figure with the ISO C++ standards effort for 30 years. He holds 
a master’s in Mathematics from Aarhus University and a PhD in Computer Science from Cambridge 
University, where he is an honorary fellow of Churchill College.
